MISSOURI STATE DANCE TEAM

CHAMPIONSHIPS

February 26, 2011

 Missouri Dance Team Association will be hosting the Missouri Dance Team Championships on Saturday, February 26, 2011.  This years contest will be held at Francis Howell Central High School.  The contest is open to all High School (9-12) Varsity pompon/ dance/drill teams who are registered with the MISSOURI STATE HIGH SCHOOL ACTIVITIES ASSOCIATION.   The director must also be a member of the Missouri Dance Team Association and must have completed the  MSHSAA dance rules test online in the fall.  Each team MUST also compete in one other MDTA Missouri State approved competition prior to State. 


We will be holding the entire competition at one location this year.  We will be using the numbers submitted by MSHSAA as of October 1, 2010 to divide teams into divisions.  Once all applications are received the total number of teams entered will be divided evenly into 6 divisions.   These divisions will be posted AFTER the Dec. 10, 2010 state packet due date.

The competition will begin at 8 a.m. and awards should finish at approximately 7 p.m.  Performances will alternate from each side throughout the day.  Division sides will be clearly labeled so that spectators and team members will know which side to perform to.  Performance schedules will be sent out to participating schools during the second week in February.

AWARDS


Routines will be evaluated against the other team’s routines in the same category and awards will be given to the top 5 places in each category.    There will be 6 equal divisions based on school size.  Each team may enter a maximum of 2 routines.   Academic All State Awards will be recognized as well during the awards ceremony following each division. .  
The top 3 point scoring teams (that performed 2 routines) will receive either a State Championship Award or they will be awarded a 2nd  or  3rd place in state . 
Each team will receive audio critiques by the judges’ in addition to their score sheets.   Directors will also receive a complementary DVD (provided by MDTA) of each of their team’s performances.

TEAM PICTURES  
(CHANGE FOR THIS YEAR)
 Team pictures are MANDATORY this year.  You must submit a picture that is no smaller than 3x5 and preferably no larger than 5x7 with your application.  The picture must be a hard copy of good quality.  No electronic format (emails or Jpegs) will be accepted.  A coach who does not submit a team photo by the Dec. 10, 2010 will have their team disqualified.     
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Categories and Definitions

Dance/Jazz  (This category allows you to perform either a precision or lyrical dance or combination of both):
 Precision Jazz:
This style allows you to perform a dance routine with sharp, clean motions and to display effective formation changes.  Concentration should be on precision rather than technical elements.  No PROPS may be used in this category (ex. chairs,  hats, scarves, etc.).  No uniform parts can be removed and then used as a prop with which to dance) (i.e. Gloves taken off and swung around in a lasso fashion and then thrown to the side.)

   Lyrical Jazz:
This style allows your team to perform a dance routine which incorporates the elements of dance technique (for example:  leaps, turns etc. ) Concentration should be on technical aspects rather than precision.  No PROPS may be used in this category (ex. chairs,  hats, scarves, ribbons, etc.). No uniform parts can be removed and then used as a prop with which to dance) (i.e. Gloves taken off and swung around in a lasso fashion and then thrown to the side.)

Pom Pon:

Your routine should be performed with a strong visible use of the pom pons throughout the routine.  ONLY pom pons may be used in this category. No other props are allowed.  Routines should NOT be a pom/kick combination. 

You must use the poms at LEAST 80% of the time.  This routine should NOT be such that if performed without the pom pons, it would be considered a dance routine. 

High Kick:

Your routine should be choreographed to show your team’s ability to perform a variety of high kicks in a creative and entertaining format.  Emphasis should be placed on kick control, uniformity of high kicks, kick timing, toes pointed, and team stamina.  Kick routines MUST contain a MINIMUM of 50 team-performed kicks. A team kick is one in which all members execute the kick on the same count at the same time.  It is recommended that you include MORE than 50 kicks to be safe.   A kick must be at least waist high to count.  

Mix:

Your routine MUST be a “mixture“/combination of  the following 3 dance styles:  Dance/Jazz (no poms or props may be used during this section), Pom Pon (Poms MUST be used during this portion), and High Kick. There MUST be a minimum of 12 team kicks (at least waist high) executed in the routine.  A team kick is one in which all members execute the kick at the same time.  To be safe we recommend that you include MORE than 12 team kicks.   It would NOT include novelty or prop.  
Prop:


“An open category in which a team must utilize a minimum of 1 prop (no maximum.) Choreography is open to creative interpretation. The use of the prop must effectively be a viable component of the routine in terms of the choreography.  Prop utilization would require that the dancers must use the prop to enhance the aesthetics and effectiveness of the dance, not simply dance with a prop in their hands.  A prop routine must utilize one or more props and may employ, but not required, a theme and costuming similar to Novelty. Props are restricted to a size smaller than 81 in x 30 in when assembled. In a prop routine No backdrop can be used.  (A backdrop is defined as a stationary item used strictly for background, relatively large in size, and not manipulated by the team members during the performance.),  






Hip Hop:


This is NOT a jazz category.  NO PROPS other than parts of the costume may be used in this category.  The routine must display the latest nontraditional dance styles (street dance, funk, popping).  The routine must emphasize rhythm, execution, synchronization and body control.  Selection of music is at the discretion of the director but MUST be appropriate for a family audience (no profane/vulgar or suggestive lyrics or dance moves)  No credit will be given for traditional dance skills (i.e.  turns, leaps etc. )
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IMPORTANT CLARIFICATIONS:

1. Props:  NO linking.  Two or more items linked together do NOT constitute 1 prop.

2. Props, poms, scrunchees etc. dropped on the floor should be kicked out of the dancing area and/or picked up.  For safety reasons, if it is in the dancing area, it should be removed.

3. Poms may have rubber bands that go around your wrists so that you do not drop them.  

4. Be sure your routine is in the correct category.  Routines entered in the wrong category will result in lower scores from judges and a penalty assessment of  30 pts.
5. Maximum penalty for a team accidentally repeating the same illegal move will be 10 times the penalty for the move.

6. Safety inspections will occur for all teams BEFORE each performance.  No team will be allowed to perform without an approved safety card that will be given to the announcer before a team is allowed on to the floor.

7. ONLY  team members in uniform may be on the performing floor during a team’s performance and must go through inspection.  No assistance is allowed by a non-performing team member during the routine performance (i.e. Parents/coach holding a backdrop during the performance is NOT acceptable)
8. No devices that manipulate props may be pushed by a non-performing member or parent/coach and these devices MUST be on the performance floor area.
9. There will be a prop inspector at each site.  Approval and measurements of props needs to be done PRIOR to the performance.
10. Teams will have 30 minutes after your team’s performance to protest a penalty.

11. Coaches will need to attend a coaches meeting prior to their session.  Times will be listed later in the state information.  Failure to attend will result in the team losing the ability to protest penalties.

12. If a prop is used in a category that does not allow them, a 20 pt. deduction will be implemented.

13. Ties WILL NOT be broken.
14. Individuals acting in a un-sportsmanship like manner will be asked to leave the facility and no refund will be issued.
PERFORMING AREA

The performing areas will be clearly marked.  Please be sure to have your team members LOOK at the court upon arrival to familiarize themselves with the area.  (No marking of the floor is allowed)
ADMISSION 

Registered team members, directors, and bus drivers will be admitted free.  There will be an admission fee of $ 8.00 for all others.

NO personal checks will be allowed.   We ask that directors please inform your teams parents and spectators. 

Liability Release and Waiver Forms
All dancers who are performing (and managers attending) must fill out a liability release and waiver form.  The form is attached to this brochure.  These forms are due by December 10, 2010.   ALL MUST BE turned in with your application, Academic all-state, payment, photo, your copy of the MSHSAA rules completion test and team roster.  Failure to do so will result in a teams disqualification.  All forms MUST BE COMPLETE WITH ALL SIGNATURES.  Please make sure all forms are completely filled out and signed before you send them in.   The insurance company will not allow an individual to perform if the release is not on file. DO THIS NOW since sometimes girls are slow at returning forms and you do not want your team to suffer for 1 or 2 girls ( 
Make sure YOU check for ALL signatures before you send them in!
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ADDITIONAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Each category will have up to 5 places that will be awarded trophies.  Each division will have a State Champion.   We will also give awards to 2nd and 3rd place. 

2. Any team performing an illegal move in competition will receive a written notification of penalties that will be put in the scoring packet of each team and points will be deducted from their score for that routine.   All participants during your performance must be students at your high school and registered members of your dance team on your current  MSHSAA Eligibility Roster .  Roster changes not turned in by the due date will result in  teams being disqualified.  Participants would include ANYONE dancing, holding props, passing, assisting in changing, prop changes, etc.  They should have performed or been available to perform at ALL performances prior to the state contest.

3. Teams must perform with a minimum of 80% of their members.

4. Teams must follow all rules and regulations set forth for pompon/dance teams by the Missouri State High School Activities Association.

5. Maximum performing time is 2 minutes 15 seconds.  Teams will not have entrances or exits.  Teams will walk onto the floor to their beginning formation and will exit forward off the performing area after the end of their routine.  TIMING will begin with the first note of music and will end with the final note of music.   Be aware that all sound systems play music at different speeds.   Be safe and allow time for this difference.  Maximum set up time is  2 ½ minutes.  Set up time begins when a prop or person crosses the basketball boundary line and ends when the last person crosses the basketball boundary line.  All team members must exit the floor after set up to stop the set up timing.  At that time teams will be announced to take the floor for their performance.  The maximum break down time is 2 ½ minutes.  Timing will begin at the conclusion of your performance.  NOTE:   A 30 pt. penalty will be assessed if a routine is over the allotted time limit for either the routine length or set-up and break down.    
6. Any routine which has previously received an award in THIS competition may not be used for THIS competition.  This would not include award-winning routines from other competitions.

7. Music must be on a  CD of  “GOOD” quality (preferably one that is new).  Make sure you have a back-up CD of your music.  We will not be responsible for CD’s  that do not play.  Your music MUST be at the beginning of the CD and absolutely no vocal instructions of your team should be on the CD.  Label each CD with your school and category.

8. Someone with sufficient knowledge of your music and routine MUST remain with the music technician through the duration of your team’s performance ( We suggest that it be someone other than your coach due to the visibility of your teams performance).  This person should also have your back-up CD in case of problems.  If there is a pause in your music, you MUST let the music person know PRIOR to your performance.  If technical difficulties are experienced, teams will be allowed to redo their performance.  
9. Judging will be from one side only.  Perform facing your division judges.

10.    Only soft-soled shoes will be allowed. The MSHSAA exception to the rule is that dance paws are allowed but not 
recommended.  (No slingback shoes that cover the toes and have elastic around the heels are allowed).  If in doubt 
please ask your rules interpreter.  Pedini’s are considered acceptable footwear by MSHSAA.
10. Please see that all props are taped or padded and will not damage the floor.  No props may be slammed or thrown down causing injury to the floor’s finish.  Props that float to the ceiling and damage lights may not be released.  Teams will be CHARGED for any damage caused by props.  NO fire is allowed.

11. All props must be able to go though an 80”H x 34” W  door.  No part of the building, doors, or doorway may be dismantled for any purpose.

12. NO video recording is allowed by spectators.  A professional video DVD of the day’s performances will be available for you and the public’s purchase.  Photography without FLASHES will be allowed.










13. NO team will be allowed to be on the performing floor for the purpose of practicing or spacing, etc.  before the competition begins or during any breaks.  (Teams who violate this rule will be assessed a 10-pt per judge penalty for each routine performed throughout the day.) This is the only way to be fair for all teams competing since there is not ample time for all to mark the floor.     
14. There is a 30 point deduction if your routine DOES NOT contain all the required elements of the category in which it is entered and if it is entered in the wrong category.
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15. Failure to comply by these rules may result in disqualification or points deducted from scores. 
16. Profanity or vulgar/suggestive music or moves will not be allowed during the competition.  All music and moves must be appropriate for a famiy audience.  20 pts. per infraction if it is used.
17. All uniforms must cover the midriff while a member is at attention during safety inspection.  NO flesh color material can be used in the midriff area (front or back).  Halter tops and or dresses are OK as long as they expose the shoulders not the midriff.  A 20 pt. max team deduction  (or 2pts per each girl on the team) will assessed for midriff uniform infractions if it can be corrected.  If you are unable to fix the problem you will be disqualified from that category.   This is a MSHSAA rule that must be followed.  
18.  No Building will be allowed.  Tumbling and stunting such as forward rolls, cartwheels, back handsprings, handstands

       and stalls will be allowed.   If you are trying something new be sure to have it approved prior to the competition.  No hats
       or masks (jackets with hoods MUST be pinned down if you are stunting) will be allowed while you are tumbling or stunting (hats 
       maybe worn if the rim is in the back not blocking your vision.  Contact Drothweiler@modta.org if you have any questions regarding     

       safety.

REGISTRATION
1. IMMEDIATELY copy, TYPE and send in the application form, Academic All State form, team roster , photo, your confirmation of completed MSHSAA rules test,  PO or money, and liability release and waiver forms for each dancer to MDTA.  Make a copy for yourself and double check that the categories you checked are CORRECT.   The DEADLINE for forms is December 10, 2010.  All forms must be POSTMARKED by this date and we SUGGEST you use REGISTERED MAIL if you are near the deadline.  A confirmation email will be sent when it is received.  NO LATE FORMS WILL BE ACCEPTED!!!  Teams will be disqualified if any form listed above is NOT postmarked by the deadline.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
2. FEES:      A  PO, check, or money order must be postmarked by December 10, 2010 as well.  ALL MONIES due on PO’s must be received no later than Feb. 1, 2011 or your team will be disqualified.  NO EXCEPTIONS!   WE will NOT bill the schools for PO’s.   Use the application as your invoice.  
The fees are $80.00 per routine.  
3. REFUNDS / CHANGES in routine types:     NO refunds for drops or will be made AFTER  December 10, 2010.  One category change may occur no later than 10 pm on January 15, 2011.  It must be done by both phone and email confirmation.  You may drop a routine AFTER Dec. 11, 2010 but there will be no refund.   If this does occur, please contact me as soon as possible since it may alter the schedule (kasbell@modta.org).  

4.    Team  ROSTER:    Please type your 2010-2011 eligible team members on the roster and have your AD sign the form.  All forms must have your AD’s signature to be complete.  This form is due to MDTA ON OR BEFORE Dec. 10, 2010.
